1. Rules:  The regatta will be governed by the 2009-2012 RRS. 
2. Eligibility, Entry and Registration: 

2.1 All beach multihulls. .  Boats must have an assigned US Sailing Portsmouth 
Handicap and are encouraged to conform to their class association rules.  Any 
deviation of boat, crew, equipment from class configuration must be 
identified at registration. 

2.2 Sailing Instructions will be available at CYC clubhouse.  
2.3 All boats must be insured (Please supply proof of insurance with registration 

form.  
2.4 Current HCA membership required for Hobie Cats racing for points.  
2.5 New this year:  Wetas.    

3. Scoring: Scoring:  The Low Point Scoring System, Appendix 4A of the RRS will 
apply.  A minimum of 2 races must be sailed to constitute a regatta. 

4.  Prizes:  Awards for both crew members shall be awarded to 1st – 3rd place finishers, 
with an overall trophy awarded based on handicapped scores.  

5. Racing Area and Courses:  The racing area will be on Canandaigua Lake.  The 
courses shall be windward-leeward or triangle-windward-leeward, and will use 
temporary CYC buoys.
